● To signal the importance of attending school, a warning 

letter might be issued. 

● If late for more than 5 times in a term, he/she will be issue a 

warning letter.

● A Fair conduct grade will be given if your child if there is no 

improvement in the following term. 

● Parents/Guardians play an important role in nurturing the 

habit of punctuality.



Absence from school

● Inform your child’s form teachers and/or school if unwell. 

You can call the General Office at 65639502.

● Submit medical certificates/letters to form teacher latest 

the next day via Parents Gateway (PG).

● Only 5 parent’s letters per semester (20 weeks) are 

accepted as absence with valid reason.

School Attire

All students are expected to wear the school uniform. 

Wear PE Attire on days when there are PE lessons. 

Any modification to the school uniform is not allowed.



Appearance

• Jewellery or ornaments are not allowed.

• Fingernails must be kept short and clean.

• Make-up is not permitted.

• Hair must be short and neatly combed.

• Hair must be cropped at the back, gently sloping down to reach the
neck. No undercuts.

• Extreme or unusual hairstyles are not allowed.

• Hair must not be dyed or highlighted.

• The fringe must not touch the eyebrows when combed down.

• Hair must not reach the eyebrows, ears or the shirt collar.



Unsuitable Hairstyles



Appearance • Jewellery or ornaments are not allowed.

• Girls with pierced ears should only wear 
one gold or sliver stud for each ear.

• Fingernails must be kept short and clean.
Nail varnish is not allowed.

• Make-up is not permitted.

• Hair length touching the collar must be tied 
up neatly with dark blue/black rubber band.

• Fringe does not touch the eyebrows or is 
always pinned up.

• Hair must not be dyed or highlighted.

• Hair extension and punky hairstyles are 
strictly prohibited.

Mobile Devices

Your child/ward is not encouraged to bring your mobile devices to school.



Mobile Devices

• All mobile devices can only be used for communication after and outside 

school.

• Smartwatches should be set to restricted access during school hours.

• Students are not allowed to take photos, record videos/audio within 

school.

• Student’s own responsibility to ensure secure storage of device in school.

• The school does not require or encourage the set-up of online chat groups 

among students. 



School e-Device Policy 

• The school encourages reading printed books to enhance better 

comprehension and retention due to fewer digital distractions. 

• The school does not encourage the use of e-device for reading in school to

- reduce screen time in school

- reduce risk of damage to or loss of device
